Zoning Amendment - Nursing Homes in the Naval Hospital Districts

Ladies and Gentlemen of the Council:

In a community with much of which to be proud, the Chelsea Jewish Nursing Home has stood out as a leader in its field.  Recognized locally and nationally for its superb quality of care, CJNH leaders are also known for continuing to “push” for even greater breakthroughs in providing increasingly more outstanding quality of care to its residents. A result of such a drive now has CJNH and the City in discussion about mutual desire to provide even better services to our elderly population.

The City has received a request from CJNH for the City to consider a zoning revision to permit nursing and convalescent homes in the Admirals Hill neighborhood.  The Chelsea Zoning Ordinance includes a use category of “nursing or convalescent home”; however, such uses are not permitted in the Naval Hospital Residential (NHR) zoning district.  The Department has reviewed the request and has determined that the proposed use is suitable in that neighborhood.  There are similar type uses (elder housing and assisted living facilities) in the Admiral’s Hill neighborhood and the proposal to permit nursing homes will meet a growing need for alternative long-term care alternatives for Chelsea residents. As such, I offer the following petition for the Council’s review and approval:  “The City of Chelsea Zoning Ordinance shall be amended to allow nursing or convalescent homes by right in the Naval Hospital Residential (NHR) zoning district.  The Table of Principal Use Regulations shall be amended such that in the row labeled “Nursing or convalescent home”, the “N” in the column labeled “NHR” shall be replaced with a “Y”.  In addition, Section 5.1.8 “Special District Regulations” shall be amended by deleting Subsection 5.1.8.1 “Naval Hospital Districts” and renumbering the remaining subsections appropriately.”

Adoption of such a change would have the likely impact of focusing CJNH on undertaking a model project that enhances the continuum of care CJNH now offers.

In accord with the Zoning Act Mass. Gen. Laws Chapter 40A, the Council must convene a public hearing before voting on this recommendation.  I therefore ask that the Council schedule a public hearing and adopt the required petition.

Delete the entire subsection 5.1.8.1- Naval Hospital Districts and adjust the renumbering of the remaining subsections appropriately.

BE IT FURTHER ORDERED:  That the above proposed changes to the City of Chelsea Zoning Ordinance are reviewed and that a public hearing is scheduled on October 30, 2006 to discuss the proposed zoning amendments.

Dear Honorable Council:

I am pleased to forward to you the enclosed Certified Project Application for Tri-State Signal, Inc. a new company to Chelsea which is building its headquarters at 111 Crescent Avenue.  This Certified Project Application is consistent with the States Economic Development Incentive Program, which authorizes the use of local property tax relief to encourage economic development.  As you know, EDIP is the central part to our TIRE (Tax Incentive for the Retention and Expansion of Business) Program, through which 
the City Council and State have already adopted 26 previous Certified Project Applications.
Tri-State is a well-respected company whose core business is installing and repairing traffic signals.  We are among its many satisfied customers, as the City has a contract with the company to maintain our traffic signals.  Tri-State outgrew its Waltham 
quarters and contacted the City about relocating here.  The Crescent Avenue development 
is consistent with the City’s goals for commercial activity on that street, both in terms 
of building design and parcel utilization.  The project also accomplishes another goal 
of encouraging development that does not rely on a significant amount of heavy trucking.

The parcel upon which Tri-State is building its new facility has been one that many have previously failed in their attempts to develop.  The structural quality of the land is such that a substantial premium exists to build a foundation upon which any building could be placed.  By accessing EDIP, Tri-State is eligible for a combination of local and state tax relief that reduces the overall cost of the development, thereby making the development financially feasible.  Tri-State anticipates occupying the new facility as early as November of 2006.

As you will note in the attached application, the City is offering Tri-State a nominal relief package, at 50% a year for the program’s minimum allowable duration, 5-years.  The company will add 4 new jobs to its union workforce, and has already made a commitment to hire a Chelsea student from Northeast Metro Tech as an apprentice.  Additionally, the company has begun exploring additional ways to become active in our community.

I hope you will approve the enclosed package.  As always, I appreciate your role in contributing to our economic development program here in Chelsea.

these crimes do not occur in isolation but often take place in plain view, 


causing lawful residents to fear for their safety in their own neighborhoods 

and sanctioning others to carryout unlawful offenses against residents and 


properties; and

Whereas,
in 2005, the Chelsea Police Department made 114 arrests and responded 


to hundreds of calls related to prostitution; and

Whereas, 
anecdotal evidence indicates that the level of prostitution-related activity 


in 2006 has not subsided; and

Whereas, 
residents, neighborhood groups, and City officials are strongly opposed to 


such acts and believe that stronger prosecution and sentencing of these 


crimes will help drive them from our neighborhoods and make streets 


safer for one and all; now, therefore be it 

Resolved,
that the Chelsea City Council calls upon its counterparts in various local, 


county and state jurisdictions to work cooperatively together and with 


community advocates to prioritize the elimination of prostitution within 


the city’s borders and to assist with local efforts to combat the direct and 


indirect effects of prostitution on the safe and peaceful enjoyment of the 


community by its law-abiding residents.

EMI would be looking for relief of approximately $500,000 to $750,000 in annual taxes; and 

Whereas,
Community opposition to the power plant has been widespread and vocal; and 

Whereas, 
The siting of a power plant in Chelsea is not a good use of our waterfront space, does not fit within our vision for the economic revitalization of Chelsea and is not a complementary use of land adjacent to the City’s only Elementary School; and 

Whereas,
The Chelsea City Council would need to vote, by a majority, to recommend the approval of a tax agreement for EMI; now, therefore, be it 

Resolved,
That the Chelsea City Council disapproves of the siting of a power plant in 

Chelsea and therefore will not approve tax agreements with its proponents.
