All appointments require City Council approval. The City boards include:
Affordable Housing Trust Fund – advising City government on certain issues relating to affordable housing.

Assessors – assessing local properties and determining the annual tax rate and the abatement of taxes.

Cable Television – overseeing the cable television contract and issues about service.

Community Schools - advising on Community Schools programs offered to youth and adults.

Conservation – protecting and promoting the quality of the natural resources within the city, especially wetlands and water resources.

Cultural – overseeing the distribution of arts lottery funds and promoting the arts, humanities, or interpretive sciences.

Economic Development – advising and taking actions to plan and undertake local economic development initiatives.

Elder Affairs – addressing the needs of local seniors.

Health – overseeing rules and regulations to protect the community and its environmental resources on matters concerning public health.

Historical – preserving and promoting local historical assets.

Housing Authority – overseeing the operation and administration of the local housing authority.
Library Trustees – advising on public library issues.

Licensing – granting and enforcing licenses for bars, clubs, restaurants and others.

Planning – crafting the vision and goals for local community development and providing advisory opinions on certain zoning matters.

Registrars of Voters – overseeing the local election process.

Traffic and Parking – managing traffic and parking issues throughout the city.

Tree – advising the City on tree management issues.

Youth – engaging youth in discussions about local issues and advising the City on matters involving youth.

Zoning Appeals – reviewing and acting upon requests for relief from the requirements of the zoning ordinances.
